SPANISH FOR SCHOOL PERSONNEL teaches the Command Spanish, Inc.® system which focuses 
on key phrases that educators need to know in order to communicate effectively with Spanish 
speaking students and parents. 
 
SPANISH FOR SCHOOL PERSONNEL is appropriate for classroom teachers, school administrators, 
front office personnel, school nurses, bus drivers, custodians and security staff who have 
contact with Spanish-speaking students and visitors. 
 
SPANISH FOR SCHOOL PERSONNEL will focus on conveying a practical knowledge of words and 
phrases necessary to:  monitor and control non-classroom school settings; respond to medical 
emergencies; greet and give instructions to parents or visitors; engage in security measures; 
identify students’ needs; and communicate in the classroom to help manage instruction.  Cross-
cultural information is also included. 
 
SPANISH FOR SCHOOL PERSONNEL is tailored for non-Spanish speaking individuals and is NOT 
intended for bilingual teachers.  No prior knowledge of Spanish necessary.  A training manual is 
provided.
