All practices shall be timed by the scoreboard clock beginning at the
scheduled practice time, regardless of whether the team has taken the floor. Teams must
be leaving the court when their time expires. If a team arrives early, it may take the floor as
soon as it is available, but will still be limited to the scheduled amount of time. If the team
arrives early, any team activity taking place in the playable area will designate the start of
shoot-around and the clock will begin. The Arena is not available for practices prior to the
listed times. Teams arriving in Baytown early should make their own arrangements for
practice locations.
